a) Past President, Dan McPhee
i. Laurie Robertson and the new executive are a great choice.

b) President, Laurie Robertson
i. Thanked all those in attendance and said she will try her best to make this a successful year.

c) Vice-President, Betty Jo Kaiser
i. Meeting dates will remain the third Monday for October and November

ii. There will be no December meeting.

iii. In 2010 the meetings will be the first Monday January through May, except for March, which will be on March 8.

f) Competition Chair, Jean Wiley / Laurel Adamson 

i. Laurel Adamson is our new Competition Co-chair for this year. Laurel has past experience as a Competition Chair and we look forward to a positive competitive dance season for all levels of dancers.

ii. The November entry is out. As the CHDA website is being reconstructed, the entry can be obtained from the AHDA website, any of the teachers in the Calgary area or by emailing me at j.distwiley@shaw.ca. Note this is a bursary competition for premiers only and a solo competition has been added, also for premiers.  We have a donation of the prize money for the solo competition from Sherril Medd.  There will also be a pre-premier workshop which will include primary dancers on the Sunday following the competition.

iii. All venues for the year have been secured excepting for the January Closed competition.  We will need to wait for December to book that one but are not anticipating any problems.  Absolute Dance Studio in NW Calgary has been secured for all the pipe practices and both the Nov and Jan workshops.  The March Chinook Championship will be held at the Wright Theatre at Mount Royal College (University).  All other competitions will be at Bishop McNally.

iv. All concessions, but for one, for the 2009-2010 year have been confirmed.  Any new schools wanting to apply are invited to do so.  All Calgary area dance teachers have been sent a letter inviting applications and application criteria.  This was a very successful program last year which has benefits to all the dancers attending our competitions and the dance school hosting the concession.  We look forward to another successful year.

v. Other items for discussion from the Competition Committee are on the agenda.
vi. Jill Young has secured a Scottish judge for the January competition, and possibly one in March.

vii. Cherie will go through volunteer forms to find a volunteer to store and transport competition items.

viii. Discussed securing storage space for competition items. Will ask membership for storage space. Maureen Whitworth offered her basement for sorting purposes only. Shannon Gillis to store warden items. 

ix. Sponsorship packages need to be revamped: 3 levels instead of 5, pricing needs to be done on space size rather than table size, vendors have disagreement over cost and space. Maureen Whitworth has agreed to help Karen with this problem, and they will send a report to Teresa Moule.

i. Missing trophy from BC dancer has been returned.
ii. Will go ahead with replacing the Chinook trophy bases.

iii. No jewellery for prizes, only items of display (vases, plates. etc)

i. Robin reported a gear sale will held the first weekend of November.

ii. Will try and increase Highland dance awareness through dance-outs.
